5. Once the slide/animation timings and laser pointer gestures have been
recorded, powerpoint will remember the timings for the video creation step.

difficulty accessibility

1. Mount the camera on the tripod, make the camera facing down. Make
the panel lights facing downward. Try to make the light even on the
white piece of paper to avoid shadows when you are drawing.

2. Using a combination of freehand drawing and moving props, record an
overhead performance. Edit and add subtitles in software if desired. For
